‘Prevention and Cure’ was the title of 

Pat Mortlock’s fascinating talk, which 

gave us a glimpse into past procedures 

when illness struck and how conditions 

improved over the years. 

In 1832, open drainage channels ran 

along Tonbridge High Street and it 

wasn’t until the 1870s that a main 

drainage system was installed. Just 

think—open sewage running down the 

road—no wonder people got sick! Ton-

bridge Cottage Hospital was originally 

opened as an isolation hospital in 1889, 

rebuilt as Queen Victoria Cottage Hos-

pital on Quarry Hill in 1902, and moved 

back to Vauxhall Wood in 1935. 

Diphtheria was a common childhood 

illness and caused many deaths as it 

was so contagious. Eventually, in 1942 

a vaccine was introduced in the UK and 

now it is extremely rare here, although 

still common elsewhere, such as Rus-

sia, India, Africa and southeast Asia. 

The 1887 outbreak of scarlet fever 

caused concern, and there is still no 

vaccine but personal hygiene and isola-

tion with antibiotic treatment keeps it 

under control. The last big outbreak of 

smallpox was in 1902, thankfully now 

eliminated by vaccination. Poliomyelitis 

(polio) goes right back to prehistoric 

times, but the development of two vac-

cines has eradicated it in most coun-

tries. The 1918 Spanish flu pandemic 

infected 500m people round the world 

and killed about 4% of the population. 

Malnourishment and poor hygiene in 

hospitals contributed to the death toll. 

It has taken over 100 years for simple 

precautions to keep us healthy. I won-

der what the next 100 years will bring? 

Our meeting in December has been 

brought forward to 6 Dec with a social 

get-together, and our Christmas meal 

arranged by Kate is on 13 Dec (many 

thanks to Kate).
